While it may seem like an odd choice for the Historical Society to focus 
on the "green technology" being used in today's homes, it actually makes 
perfect sense when you consider the evolution of building practices 
throughout history.
 
The shelters built when Bedford was first settled are a far cry from the 
homes of today. Since the 1700s house designs have changed not only to 
reflect the aesthetic of the times, but also to become safer and more energy 
efficient. The uninsulated, poorly lit and drafty houses of the past have 
made way for the homes of the future with smaller carbon footprints  that 
actually generate excess energy which can be shared with others. 
 
The rebuilt Kennedy House, the site of this year's annual meeting,  is a 
prime example of an "eco-healthy environment" incorporating the latest in 
green technology. A mix of old and new, the house offers a unique 
opportunity for our members to experience a taste of the future. If you'd 
like to attend, please see below to sign up.
