The Bedford Historical Society is responsible for preserving and maintaining many of
the landmark buildings in Bedford Village.

In the Fall, we had the interior and exterior of the Post Office painted and took care of
other maintenance issues. Working around the hustle and bustle at the Post Office was a
challenge but now the 1838 building is looking as splendid as ever.

After researching solutions to the leaky roof at the Court House, the Society supervised
the repairs to the roof for the benefit of the Town. While the Bedford Museum in the Court
